
Estado de bem-estar: debates clássicos e
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Apresentação

O curso tem como objetivo apresentar os elementos introdutórios da literatura sobre o
Estado de bem-estar (EBES) e, ao mesmo tempo, proporcionar aos alunos o contato com
debates mais recentes. O curso se organiza em três blocos: primeiro, apresenta os debates
clássicos sobre os Estados de bem-estar europeus, incluindo: a) as tipologias sobre os
diferentes regimes; b) as teorias explicativas sobre a expansão e retração; c) o debate
sobre as transformações recentes e as formas de analisá-las; d) o problema da crescente
desigualdade nas últimas décadas. Em seguida, o curso volta-se para os Estados de bem-
estar tardios, analisando o Brasil, os páıses latino-americanos e a China. Por fim, aborda
agendas contemporâneas de pesquisa como: a questão sobre a relação entre igualdade
de gênero e Estado de bem-estar à luz do debate sobre regimes de cuidado; o debate
eco-welfare state; e, por fim, o impacto da direita radical na redefinição das poĺıticas
sociais.
